Re: Café Reward Points Options

Café Reward Points Options if food services are being outsourced.

Currently members can use their Quarterly Food Minimum points towards purchases of all food
and beverage. Under the outsource agreement, on gross sales of food will be distributed back
to the kitchen operator. Café points is another option for members to pay for their food and
beverage purchases which is money collected up front to be used over a 3-month period.
Unused points are not carried over to the next quarter but booked as income at the end of the
quarter.

¢ No Change Option: Continue with status quo. Members can use their points for food or
beverage purchases. Points (Dollars) used towards food purchases will go back to the
kitchen operator as they are included in his gross sales receipts. Points (Dollars) used
towards beverages will be revenue for MTC. At the end of each quarter, MTC will book
any unused points as revenue for the club.

¢ No Change Option but Share Unused Points Revenue with Kitchen Operator:
Same scenario as above but unused reward points revenue will be split between
Operator and MTC. Formula to be determined.

¢ Discontinue the QFM or Reduce the Expense to the Membership: | do not
recommend this option, just presenting. It would be a challenge to bring back a QFM if
you discontinued it. Regardless how the food business is operated, the QFM motivates
members to use the services.

On a side note, our POS system can be set up to facilitate an outside kitchen operator.
Members are now able to use their points for both Birt and Chef Wade which has made some
very pleased.

Marin Tennis Club, 925 Belle Ave, San Rafael, Ca. 94901
(The “Owner”)

At the end of the first 6-month term, the contract can be extended by a determined time frame
agreeable to both parties.

Background:

A. The Owner is of the opinion that the Customer has the necessary qualifications,
licenses, Food Handlers cards, and abilities to provide documentation to the Owner.
Liability Insurance is required by all parties working in the kitchen, and needs to have a
rider of additional insured for the Owner established before use of kitchen.

B. The Customer is agreeable to providing such documentation to the Owner on the terms
and conditions of this Agreement. In Consideration of: the matters described above and
of the mutual benefits and obligations set forth in this Agreement, the receipt and
sufficiency of which consideration is hereby acknowledged, the parties to this Agreement
agree as follows:

Services Provided
The Owner herby agrees to rent said Kitchen to the Customer for a monthly rate, which
includes set up and clean up time. The Customer must keep all areas clean, check stock for

current dates & rotate. No expired dates allowed on said premises.

Term of Agreement

The term of this Agreement will begin on the date of this Agreement and will
continue indefinitely until terminated as provided in this Agreement.





In the event that either party wishes to terminate this Agreement, that party will
be required to provide a notice period of a 30 days.

Except as otherwise provided in this Agreement, the obligations of the Customer will
terminate upon the earlier of the Owner ceasing to be engaged by the Customer or the
termination of this Agreement by the Customer or Owner.

Termination for Cause

The Owner will have the right to terminate this agreement with cause to include but not limited
to the following reasons:

e Food service is closed for a period exceeding two days without prior notice from the
Customer.

e Condition of the kitchen is neglected to a point that it creates a health hazard.

e Proper certifications and insurance are not kept current.

Performance

The parties agree to do everything necessary to ensure that the terms of this Agreement
take effect.

Compensation

For the services rendered by the Owner as required by this Agreement, the Customer will

pay to the Owner a compensation of $400 per month. In return, the Customer will receive all
gross sales of food and snack items. All beverage sales will remain under the control, collection
of the Owner and all revenue will go to the Owner.

The Owner is entitled to deduct from the Customer’s Deposit any applicable deductions

for non-payment or damage to equipment. Charges for cleaning may include $25.00 for each
used area in Kitchen not left clean at the end of said use. Including, but not limited to the
following: Reach-ins, Range, Ovens, Dish Washer, Stainless Steel Tables,

Surrounding Floors, Storage areas, & Refrigerators. Customer is responsible for loss or damage
to said property, equipment, and supplies.

Menu Offerings and Pricing

Customer will be open to adjust menu items offered from time to time and menu pricing based
on feedback from the Owner.

Cancellation
Once you have booked kitchen time you are responsible for paying for those hours and
no refund will be given for unused hours. While we understand that things come up, but we have





committed those kitchen hours to you and expect follow through on your financial commitment
with the Kitchen.

Confidentiality
Confidentiality will end with this Agreement.

Ownership of Materials

All materials developed, produced, or in the process of being so under this Agreement,

will be the property of the Customer. The use of the mentioned materials by the Customer will
not be restricted in any manner.

The Owner is not responsible for damage to said materials while the Customer is

Renting space in said Kitchen. The Owner is also not responsible for injury to said parties while
Renting said Kitchen or any other party.

The Customer has use of Owner’s cooking supplies, cookware,

utensils, storage racks, & cleaning materials. Customer will be responsible for replacing all lost
or damaged items at Customer’s expense.

Return of Property

Upon the expiry or termination of this Agreement, the Owner will return to Customer

any property, documentation, records, or confidential information which is the property of the
Customer.

Assignment

The Customer will not voluntarily or by operation of law assign or otherwise
transfer its obligations under this Agreement without the prior written consent of
the Owner.

Capacity/Independent Contractor

It is expressly agreed that the Customer is acting as an independent contractor and
not as an employee in providing the Services under this Agreement. The Customer
and the Owner acknowledge that this Agreement does not create a partnership

or joint venture between them, and is exclusively a contract for service.

Modification of Agreement

Member Code of Conduct
Effective February 1, 2021

Marin Tennis Club (MTC/the Club) strives to preserve a safe and inviting environment for all members
and guests to use and enjoy. Fair play, court etiquette, sportsmanship, and respect for others are

expected from members, guests and visitors, teaching professionals, and parents while at MTC or while

members are guests of other tennis clubs. Our goal is to enforce the right for all MTC members and

guests to enjoy the Club in an environment that is safe and without risks to health and safety.

Principles

Members will respect all club property and facilities, including but not limited to courts, nets,
teaching equipment, furnishings, supplies, and other club-owned items.

Members will show respect for all members, employees, and guests regardless of age, gender or
sexual orientation, race, culture, or religion. Disrespect for staff will not be tolerated.
Harassment is not tolerated and is defined as any comment, conduct, or gesture directed
towards an individual or group of individuals which is insulting, intimidating, humiliating,
malicious, degrading, or offensive. It includes, but is not limited to, sexual harassment.
Members will refrain from loud, profane, indecent, or abusive language.

Members will not compromise the safety of others by their actions, nor shall they intentionally
put another person in reasonable apprehension of compromised safety. This includes racquet
throwing, or other forms of racquet abuse, and any other aggressive words or actions used to
intimidate another person.

Members will not use the Club Member Directory for solicitations or any type of mass
communication. This includes all form of electronic and paper distribution: email, text, phone,
U.S. mail, etc. A member may request that the General Manager communicate information,
invitations, requests, or opportunities to other members, but the decision whether to distribute
such information, invitations, requests, or opportunity shall remain in the sole and absolute
discretion of the General Manager or the Board.

Members must also follow all other rules and policies as set forth by the Governing Documents
of the Club.

Members are responsible for ensuring that their guests follow this Code of Conduct.





Complaints and Resolutions

A complaint by anyone against a member, visitor, guest, parent, or teaching professional alleging a
failure to follow MTC’s Code of Conduct should be immediately directed to the General Manager or, in
the absence of the General Manager, an MTC employee or Board member. Complaints must be made as
soon as possible or within 48 hours of the incident. The General Manager is responsible for thoroughly
investigating the complaint, including documenting the complaint, informing the member (or visitor,
guest, etc.) of the complaint, and the resolution desired. The Board of Directors will determine the
appropriate action for more severe complaints and repeat offenses.

Discipline

Members who disregard MTC’s Code of Conduct will be disciplined. The Board of Directors and/or the
Disciplinary Committee will determine the appropriate action, which may include but not limited to:

1. Verbal warning for a minor offense. Verbal warnings should be documented by the General
Manager in writing for future reference.

2. Written warning if the action is a repeat offense or something more serious (if behavior from a
previous verbal warning is not exhibited within a reasonable period of time or if the offense is of
a more serious nature).

3. Suspension for an amount of time or termination from the Club will be determined by the
Board of Directors and/or the Disciplinary Committee for continued multiple offenses or for a
more serious offense. Membership fees will continue to be paid by the member during any
suspension period.

Depending on the severity of the offense, nonmembers or visitors may be given a verbal warning,
removed from the club, and/or will be prohibited from returning to the club in the future.






MTC Finance Committee Meeting Minutes
January 25, 2021

The FC met via Zoom starting at 5 PM - all members attended along with GM Chris Horne and Aric Clark
(Acting Treasurer)

Also, on call Fred Rosenfeld (Accountant), Angie Danielson (MTC Board Vice President) and Herb
Gottlieb (outgoing accountant and club member).

Led by Stuart, all FC members provided a brief background of themselves for the benefit of our new
“accountant” Fred Rosenfeld. The FC had previously received a copy of Fred’s impressive resume and we
look forward to working with him.

The agenda for this meeting closely followed Chris’s report (see below).

The December 2020 month and year end 2020 financials were reviewed and continued to show better
than anticipated results despite continuing COVID restrictions.

Particularly pleasing is the over $300,000 in our various bank accounts assisted by our PPP loan of
$100,000.

We held a brief discussion on the financial information that should be presented to membership at the
upcoming AGM. It is suggested that, as in past years, this information should include: Summary income
statement for year, Balance sheet as of December 31st, 2020, cash flow statement for the year. This will
be sent out as an attachment to the Zoom information and will be available on the screen at meeting.

Chris provided a copy of the club membership summary and advised that as of today we have 8 active
memberships available. It has been very pleasing to see how well our membership has continued to
remain at high levels, and we continue to attract potential new members, particularly from “younger”
players, who in many instances have moved into Marin.

We were advised that the Board has still not formally approved or commented on the proposed 2021
operational Budget - We were also informed that the H&G committee has still to make their proposals
for capital expenditures in 2021.

In a follow up discussion, it was suggested that the final approval for the 2021 budget may have to be
delayed until the new Board is seated in March.

Aric had advised that as per previous Board and FC agreement that we need to make a transfer of funds
from the CIF account to our accrual account in respect of one third of the anticipated cost of additional
plexiglass cushion courts and the possible buy out of a solar equipment. Chris will advise the actual
amounts involved, but Aric stated that although this internal transfer of funds should take place - No
money will be disbursed without review of the planned projects under current circumstances and with
both FC and Board approvals.

There was also a discussion among attendees of what was planned for our cafe operations and in
particular the possibility of this being outsourced to a third party, post lifting of COVID restrictions.
We have been advised in a subsequent message from the Board that no decision has been made, and
will not be, until a full review including financial and membership input has been obtained.

Our club might well qualify for a second SBA PPP loan, based on a 30% + decline in revenues comparing
2nd Q 20 to 2nd Q 19 numbers. It was proposed that Chris and Fred speak with Bank of Marin to clarify





this. In the meantime, we are anticipating full forgiveness of our current PPP loan - which will be an
excellent outcome.
